SUMMARY

The index presents the list of contents list of the 72 issues of the journal
Solovyov Studies, published during the twenty years of its existence from 2001
to 2021. The list includes publications of bibliographic and archival materials,
research articles, reviews and surveys, as well as information resources about
the activities of the Solovyov Seminar — the Interregional Scientific and
Educational Center for Heritage Studies of V.S. Solovyov.

The main sections of the index are arranged in such a way that the reader
can get an idea about the journal’s publications of bibliographic and previously
unpublished archival materials (the sections: “Bibliography of V.S. Solovyov”
and “Publications Devoted to the Heritage of V.S. Solovyov,” “Publications”),
about articles devoted to V.S. Solovyov’s personal life and his philosophical
activity (the sections: “The Personality of V.S. Solovyov,” “V.S. Solovyov as
a Philosopher™).

An important position in the bibliographic index is taken by the section
that includes the list of publications in accordance with the main parts of the
philosophical, literary-critical and journalistic heritage of V.S. Solovyov (the
section “The Legacy of V.S. Solovyov. Subject Index™).

In another section “V.S. Solovyov and Russian Philosophy,” the reader
will find a list of publications devoted to the research of the philosopher’s
legacy in the context of the history of Russian philosophy. The main
directions, trends and schools of Russian philosophy, whose representatives
are ideologically and theoretically connected with the work of V.S. Solovyov,
are in separate subsections. The same section includes articles on philosophical
communities related to the activities of the philosopher, research of his legacy
and remembrance of him. The section “V.S. Solovyov and Russian Abroad”
is an independent section of the bibliographic index presenting articles on
Russian philosophers-emigrants’ reception of his ideas and concepts.

The journal Solovyov Studies has published a significant number of
articles devoted to the study of V.S. Solovyov’s historical and philosophical
interests and the perception of his legacy in modern foreign philosophy. These
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articles are combined in the section “V.S. Solovyov and Foreign Philosophy.”
It is divided into the following subsections: “Ancient Philosophy,” “Medieval
Philosophical and Religious Thought,” “European Philosophy of the XVII—
XIX Centuries,” “German Classical Philosophy,” “Non-Classical Philosophy,”
“Philosophy of the XX-XXI Centuries.”

The publications of the journal Solovyov Studies are devoted not only
to the philosophical, but also to the literary and artistic heritage of V.S.
Solovyov and his influence on the development of culture in the XIX, XX and
XXI centuries. The list of these publications is presented in the section “V.S.
Solovyov’s Legacy in Russian and the World of Artistic Culture.” Considering
the importance and significance, as well as the large number of published
materials, the compiler considered it appropriate to divide this block into the
subsections “V.S. Solovyov and the Silver Age,” “V.S. Solovyov and Russian
Symbolism.”

The bibliographic index includes an extensive section “Personalia” with
its two subsections “Russia” and “Abroad,” containing a list of articles devoted
to philosophical and literary-artistic concepts and works of outstanding
domestic and foreign philosophers, writers, poets, scientists and thinkers.

The bibliographic index includes the section “Russian Philosophy and
V.S. Solovyov’s Legacy in Europe, Asia and America.” This section describes
the articles published in the Solovyov Studies by foreign authors. The section
gives an idea of the geography of the authors presented in the journal.

The final section of the index is “Alphabetical Index of the Authors of the
Journal Solovyov Studies (2001-2021, Issue 1-72).”

Bibliographic descriptions give a consecutive numbering of issues of
the journal from 2001 to 2008 inclusive. Since 2009, the current annual and
consecutive (in brackets) numbering is indicated.
